TRANSPONDERS
All drivers must be in possession of an AMB, or compatible, personal Transponder and 
are responsible for good working order of their Transponder.

Race Officials / Real80 crew
Real80 has a dedicated crew with good experience hosting Grand Prix and other na-
tional events. There will be dedicated referee and dedicated area for scrutineering/
technical inspection to ensure the EFRA rules are followed and a nice and honest event 
is held.
